A S S E M B LY  &  I N S T A L L A T I O N

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE

BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1.	 Carefully remove all parts from the box 

2.	 Remove Shade (H) from Lamp Base (F) by removing Set Screws 

(G).

3.	 Remove Mounting Plate (B) from the Lamp Base (F) by 

unscrewing Base Screws (E) with Allen Wrench (K).

4.	 Place Mounting Plate (B) at desired location on the wall. Mark 

center point locations for three hanging holes with a pencil. 

Remove Mounting Plate (B).

5.	 Drill small holes on each point location on the wall, each hole 

should be large enough to accommodate the Plastic Anchors 

(A). Push Plastic Anchors (A) into the holes on the wall.

6.	 Attach Mounting Plate (B) to the wall outlet by aligning the 

holes and secure by inserting Wall Screws (C) to the Plastic 

Anchors (A) and Mounting Screws (D) to the wall outlet box.

7.	 Attach the fixture ground wire (GREEN) to the ground wire from 

the outlet box (usually green) with a metal wire connector and 

wrap the connection with electrical tape.

8.	 Connect the hot wire (BLACK) to the hot outlet box wire (usually 

black) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the connection 

with electrical tape. 

9.	 Connect the neutral wire (WHITE) to the neutral outlet wire 

(usually white) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the 

connection with electrical tape.

10.	 Attach Lamp Base (F) to the affixed Mounting Plate (B) and 

secure with Base Screws (E). Tighten with Allen Wrench (K).

11.	 Insert Bulb (J) into socket.

12.	 Replace Shade (H) to Lamp Base (F) and secure with Set 

Screws (G).

13.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.

14.	 Assembly is complete.

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S

Do not use polishes or cleaners on your lamp.  Just wipe clean with 

a soft cloth.
