4.	 Gently pull the wire from ceiling outlet box and allow the wire 

to hang. Thread the wire through the center hole in Mounting

5.	 Attach the fixture ground wire (green) to the ground wire 

(usually bare copper) from the ceiling outlet box with a wire nut.

(F), then secure by tightening Thumbscrews (E).

12.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.
