ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION
SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE
BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.
2. Turn OFF power to the junction box where the ceiling light will be
installed.
3. Loosen the scews cap (D3) and remove ceiling plate (D1) from the
canopy (D2).
4. Attach the ceiling plate (D1) to the ceiling with mounthing screws (B).
5. Connect the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction box
wire (A; usually the green or bare wire) with a wire nut (C) and wrap the
connection with electrical tape. Connect the hot wire to the junction
box wire (A; usually black or smooth) with a plastic wire nut (C) and
wrap the connection with electrical tape. Connect the neutral wire to
the neutral junction box wire (A; usually white or ribbed) with a plastic
wire nut (C) and wrap the connection with electrical tape.
6. Move the canopy (D2) up to the ceiling plate (D1), then fasten the
screw cap (D3).
7. Fasten the LED bulb (H) into the lampholder.
8. Connect the socket (F) to the shade (G), and fasten with screws (F1).
9. Adjust the height of the lighting by loosening the screw nut (D4); tighten
the nut.

10. Restore power to the junction box and test ceiling light fixture.
