1.	 Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 

coverings.

2.	 Loosen Collar (B) to adjust Lamp Pole (A) to the desired height.

3.	 Remove the plastic cover from the electrical plug.

4.	 Plug into proper electrical outlet and test fixture.

5.	 Assembly is complete.
