2. Insert harp (C) into the harp saddle (D).

3. Unscrew the finial (A) from the harp post (B) and place the desired shade (not
included) over the harp.

4. Replace the finial (A) and tighten to secure the shade.
5. Insert the recommended bulb into threaded socket.

6. Plug into proper electrical outlet and test fixture.

7. Assembly is complete.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

Avoid the use of all polishers, cleaners, and abrasives, as they will damage the finish of
your lamp. To remove dust or fingerprints, wipe gently with a soft, clean cloth.
