A S S E M B L Y  &  I N S T A L L A T I O N

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE

BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1.	 Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 

covering.

2.	 Remove Mounting Plate (A) from Fixture Base (E) by removing 

Cap Nuts (D).

3.	 Affix Mounting Plate (A) to wall outlet box with Mounting 

Screws (C) provided.

4.	 Gently pull the wiring from the wall outlet box and allow the 

wires to hang. Thread the wires through the center hole in the 

Mounting Plate (A).

5.	 Attach the fixture ground wire and house ground wire (usually 

green) to wall outlet box with the green grounding screw. 

Connect fixtures to corresponding house wire with a wire 

nut. Carefully tuck the wires back into the outlet box. IT IS 

IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR HOME BE 

PROPERLY GROUNDED.

6.	 Connect both neutral wires (WHITE) to the neutral outlet wire 

(usually white) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the 

connection with electrical tape.

7.	 Connect both hot wires (BLACK) to the hot outlet box wire 

(usually black) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the 

connection with electrical tape. DO NOT REVERSE THE HOT 

AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS; OTHERWISE, SAFETY WILL 

BE COMPROMISED.

8.	 Attach Fixture Base (E) to Mounting Plate (A). Push the 

Threaded Rods (B) on Mounting Plate (A) through the holes on 

Fixture Base (E) and secure with Cap Nuts (D).

9.	 Insert Bulb (K) into socket.

10.	 Place Glass Shade (G) onto the Socket Housing (L) and 

carefully place the Top Cap (H) on top of the Glass Shade (J). 

Hand screw the Screw Collar (G) to the Threaded Joint (F) until 

tight.

11.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.

12.	 Assembly is complete.

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S

Do not use polishes or cleaners on your lamp.  Just wipe clean with 

a soft cloth.
