ASSEMBLY & INSTALLATION

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE

BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic
coverings.

2. Remove Metal Tabs (R) by removing Set Screws (Q). Install
Glass Panels (P) to each frame on the side of Lantern Box (O),
then secure with Metal Tabs (R) and Set Screws (Q).

3. Remove Screws (N) from Top Hook (M). Attach Loop (L) to Top
Hook (M) by aligning holes and secure with Screws (N). Tighten
with Wrench (S) (refer to Fig. 1 and Fig. 2).

4.  Determine the hanging length of chandelier. Connect Lantern
Box (O) to some or all Connection Rods (H) (J) (K) and

Connective Tubes (I) according to the height needed. Note: Pre-
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wire the connection rods before putting them together.

5. Feed wires through the Connection Rods (H) (J) (K), Hanging
Loop (G), Canopy Ring (E), Canopy (D) and Mounting Loop (C).
Screw Quick Link (F) onto Hanging Loop (G)

Unscrew Canopy Ring (E). Slide Canopy Ring (E) and Canopy
(D) onto Connection Rods (H) (J) (K).

8. A 1/4"IPS PIPE must be installed to your ceiling; then, install the
Threaded Nipple (B) into the 1/4" IPS PIPE.

9.  Affix Mounting Strap (A) to the ceiling and secure with
mounting screws (not included). Proper fasteners can be found
from your local hardware store.

10. Connect the safety steel wire from the fixture and the safety
cable from the ceiling (refer to the illustration).

11.  Gently pull the wire from the ceiling outlet box and allow
the wire to hang. Thread the wire through the center hole in
Mounting Strap (A).

12. Carefully inspect the chandelier’s two fixture wires. One has
very fine ridges molded into the plastic covering - this is the
neutral wire. The second wire’s covering is smooth — this is the
hot wire. The bare wire is the ground wire.

13.  Connect the ground wire from the fixture with the ground wire
(usually bare) from your ceiling box using a wire nut. If your
house does not have a ground wire, then attach the ground
wire from the fixture to the green grounding screw inside of the
outlet box. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR
HOME BE PROPERLY GROUNDED.

14. Connect the neutral wire from your fixture with the neutral wire
(usually white) from your ceiling box using a wire nut.

15. Connect the hot wire from your fixture with the hot wire (usually
black) from your outlet box using a wire nut. DO NOT REVERSE
THE HOT AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS OR SAFETY WILL BE
COMPROMISED.

16. Tuck the wire connection neatly into the ceiling outlet box.

17. Hook Hanging Loop (G) onto Mounting Loop (C) by opening
and closing Quick Link (F). Raise Canopy (D) to cover the ceiling
outlet box, then secure by connecting Canopy Ring (E) to
Mounting Loop (C).

18. Insert Bulbs (T) into the sockets.

19. Assembly is complete.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS

Do not use polishes or cleaners on the fixture. Wipe clean with a
soft, dry cloth.
