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RH Paris revives 23 Champs-Élysées 
 
The Californian high-end furniture and design brand has opened its first “gallery-store” in 
France, in the premises occupied from 2011 to 2021 by Abercrombie & Fitch. 
 
More than four years of work. 
The Champs-Élysées address (VIIIᵉ) has regained its splendor. After having been 
occupied for ten years by Abercrombie & Fitch, the building at number 23, opposite the 
gardens of the Marigny Theater, welcomes RH Paris, the very first French location of the 
prestigious American brand Restoration Hardware (recently renamed RH). 
Founded in 1979 and based in Corte Madera, California, RH now owns around a hundred 
“galleries” across the United States, and has recently been expanding internationally, 
with locations already in the United Kingdom and Italy. 
The Champs-Élysées building underwent more than four years of renovation. The former 
19th-century mansion was redesigned to house the brand’s collections, displayed  
across 7 floors and 3,500 square meters.

This Parisian flagship follows the same concept as in New York or London: more than 
just a store, it’s a “gallery,” where the decor itself is highlighted. The visitor wanders from 
one universe to another, between lounges, dining rooms, libraries, bedrooms, and even 
outdoor areas. 
Artworks are also on display, along with a restaurant and a rooftop offering a panoramic 
view of the Eiffel Tower. “It’s our Mona Lisa,” said Gary Friedman, CEO of RH, who was in 
Paris for the inauguration evening on September 5. 
During this prestigious launch, actress Catherine Deneuve and actress Zoe Saldana 
were among the personalities present. 
With this address, RH aims to strengthen its presence in Europe, positioning itself as a 
global reference in the high-end furniture and decoration sector.
