“Archaeological” rugs, busts, and columns: design reinterprets classical antiquity in a modern way. 

Another major theme emerging at Milan Design Week 2026 is the “Olympus” of marble and travertine. It evokes a new 
vision of Ancient Greece in projects like those by British designer Luke Edward Hall for Buccellati, presented in Piazza 
Tomasi di Lampedusa. A contemporary Olympus populated by Neptune, accompanied by a chorus of naiads and sirens, 
where one can discover the “Caviar” collection of table accessories. 

From the living room, rugs created through the collaboration between Fornasetti and cc-tapis feature Ionic columns, 
sculptural profiles, and mythical ruins—with all the irony of trompe-l’œil. Among capitals, poufs, and “bookcase” 
columns, classicism takes center stage again—more irreverent than ever.
