J-BOX SIZING

The J-box width and length are 3.5 inches, depth is 1.5 inches, the
detailed sizing pls refer to below sketch.
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VAULTED CEILING COMPATIBILITY

This fixture is vaulted-ceiling compatible, up to a maximum ceiling slope
of any degrees.

DIMMER SWITCH COMPATIBILITY

This fixture is dimmer-switch compatible.

CEILING REINFORCEMENT

INSTALL SAFETY CABLE:

1. Remove the Connector Screws (g) from Steel Wire Connector (f).

2 Pull the Steel Wire (h) to slide through one hole of the Steel Wire
Connector (f) and side hole of the Ceiling Plate (e). Then connect to
the other hole of the Steel Wire Connector (f).

3. Using two Connector Screws (g), secure the Steel Wire Connector
(f) tightly based on desired hanging height

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HEIGHT ADJUSTMENT INSTRUCTIONS

1.If you need to adjust the cord length, use a screwdriver to

remove all screws on the metal cover (refer to illustration 1)

2. Open and remove the metal cover to expose the cord connectors.
Use the screwdriver to loosen the screws on the cord connectors,
adjust the cord to the desired length (refer to illustration 2), then
retighten the screws. Make sure all the cord lengths are the same

to keep the fixture level.

3. Put the metal cover back on and make sure all screws are tight.

4. Keep the cord length as is unless an adjustment is necessary.
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ASSEMBLY AND INSTALLATION

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM
THE FUSE BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove plastic coverings.
2. Turn OFF power to the junction box where the fixture will be installed
3. Insert the Hook 1 (J) into the Base (E) and Hook 2 (I). Connect Hook
2 () and Hook 3 (H). Finally, insert Hook 3 (H) into the hole of the

©

Tube (F) using the Nut (G) to tighten it.

Connect the Extension Rod (K) in different lengths to the
Connecting Tube (F). Then slide the Canopy Ring (D) and
Canopy (C) onto the other end of Extension Rod (K).
Determine how many extension rods need to be assembled
according to the desired height.

. Insert the Extension Rod (K) into the lower D-Ring (B3) and

turn clockwise until the Extension Rod (K) screws into the
lower D-Ring (B3). Secure the Extension Rod (K) by using the
Allen Key (d) provided. Attach B1 to B2, B3 to B2.

Drill two holes in the ceiling to align with the holes on the
Mounting Plate (A), and insert Big Ceiling Anchors (j). Then
screw two Round Head Wall Screws (k) into anchors. If
desired, use two G1/4-20T Round Head Screws (k) to fix the
Mounting Plate (A) onto the outlet box

Drill four holes in the ceiling to align with the holes on the
Ceiling Plate (e), and insert Small Ceiling Anchors (b).

Screw four Ceiling Screws (c) into anchors.

Pull the Steel Wire (h) to thread through the Steel Wire
Connector (f) and side hole of the Ceiling Plate (e). Then
connect to the other hole of the Connector (f). Using two
Connector Screws (g), secure tightly based on desired

hanging height.

. Connect the hot wire to the hot junction box wire (usually

black or smooth) with a Plastic Wire Connector (a) and wrap
the connection with electrical tape. Connect the neutral wire
to the neutral junction box wire (usually white or ribbed) with
Plastic Wire Connector (a) and wrap the connection with
electrical tape.
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. Attach the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction
box wire from the outlet box (usually green or bare wire) with a
Plastic Wire Connector (a) and wrap the connection with
electrical tape.

12. Slide the Canopy Ring (D) up until it reaches underneath the
canopy. Then screw tightly to hold the Canopy (C) against the
ceiling.

13. Insert 24 bulbs into the threaded sockets.

14. Restore power to the junction box and test fixture.

15. Installation is complete.

Any adjustments or alterations to the fixture, cord, or overall hang
height that differ from those detailed on RH .com will void the
Laboratory Listing and Approvals (UL, ETL, CSA, etc.).
