A S S E M B L Y  &  I N S T A L L A T I O N

SHUT OFF THE MAIN ELECTRICAL SUPPLY FROM THE FUSE

BOX OR CIRCUIT BREAKER PANEL.

1.	 Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic 

coverings.

2.	 Remove Canopy (P) from Mounting Plate (B) by removing Canopy 

Screws (O).

3.	 Place Mounting Plate (B) on the ceiling outlet box. Using as a 

template, and mark center points for four mounting holes of 

Mounting Plate (B) on the ceiling. Remove Mounting Plate (B).

A S S E M B L Y  &  I N S T A L L A T I O N  C O N T .

4.	 Drill small holes on the marked location, the holes should be big 

enough to accommodate with Metal Anchors (A). Push Metal 

Anchors (A) into the holes.

5.	 Affix Mounting Plate (B) to the ceiling outlet box. Insert Mounting 

Screws (E) to the ceiling outlet box and Wood Screws (D) to Metal 

Anchors (A) to secure Mounting Plate (B) to the ceiling.

6.	 Carefully slide Canopy (P) onto Chains (F).

7.	 Remove Metal Covers (H) from Closable Links (G) by removing 

Screws (I).

8.	 Hang chandelier by joining Mounting Loops (C), Closable Links 

(G), and Fixture Body (J) together. Secure by replacing Metal 

Covers (H) to Closable Links (G). Tighten with Screws (I).

9.	 Carefully inspect the chandelier’s two fixture wires. One has very 

fine ridges molded into the plastic covering – this is the neutral 

wire. The second wire’s covering is smooth – this is the hot wire. 

The bare wire is the ground wire.

10.	 Connect the ground wire from the fixture with the ground wire 

(usually bare) from your ceiling box using a wire nut. If your house 

does not have ground wire, then attach the GROUND WIRE from 

the fixture to the green grounding screw inside of the outlet 

box. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR HOME BE 

PROPERLY GROUNDED.

11.	 Connect the neutral wire from your fixture with the neutral wire 

(usually white) from your ceiling box using a wire nut.

12.	 Connect the hot wire from your fixture with the hot wire (usually 

black) from your outlet box using a wire nut. DO NOT REVERSE 

THE HOT AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS OTHERWISE SAFETY WILL 

BE COMPROMISED.

13.	 Raise Canopy (P) to the affixed Mounting Plate (B) by aligning the 

side holes and secure with Canopy Screws (O).

14.	 Remove Socket Rings (L) from Sockets (N). Place Shades (M) onto 

each of Sockets (N) and secure with Socket Rings (L)

15.	 Insert Bulbs (K) into each of Sockets (N).

16.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.

17.	 Assembly is complete

C A R E  I N S T R U C T I O N S

Do not use polishes or cleaners on the fixture. Wipe clean with a soft, 

dry cloth.
