Hanging Loops (I).

4.	 Remove Metal Disk (E) from bottom of Canopy (C) by removing 

Screws (F).

5.	 Removing Mounting Plate (A) from Canopy (C) by removing Nut (D) 

using T-Wrench (P).

6.	 Feed the wires through the Chains Set (H) and Mounting Loop (G); 

wires will exit from backside of Canopy (C).

7.	 Attach Mounting Plate (A) to ceiling and secure with Mounting 

Screws (B) and other proper fasteners from your local hardware 

store.

8.	 Hook the Chains Set (H) with Lantern Box (J) to Mounting Loop (G).

9.	 Connect the safety steel wire from the fixture and the safety cable 

from ceiling.  Refer to the illustration.

10.	 Gently pull the wire from ceiling outlet box and allow the wire to 

hang. Thread the wire through the center hole of Mounting Plate (A).

11.	 Carefully inspect the chandelier’s two fixture wires. One has very 

fine ridges molded into the plastic covering – this is the neutral wire. 

The second wire’s covering is smooth – this is the hot wire. The bare 

wire is the ground wire.

12.	 Connect the ground wire from the fixture with the ground wire 

(usually bare) from your ceiling box using a wire nut. If your house 

does not have ground wire, then attach the ground wire from the 

fixture to the green grounding screw inside of the outlet box. IT 

IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR HOME BE 

PROPERLY GROUNDED.

13.	 Connect the neutral wire from your fixture with the neutral wire 

(usually white) from your ceiling box using a wire nut.

14.	 Connect the hot wire from your fixture with the hot wire (usually 

black) from your outlet box using a wire nut. DO NOT REVERSE 

THE HOT AND NEUTRAL CONNECTIONS; OTHERWISE, SAFETY 

WILL BE COMPROMISED.

15.	 Attach Canopy (C) to the affixed Mounting Plate (A), letting the rod 

on Mounting Plate (A) pass through the center hole of Canopy (C) 

and secure with Nut (D). Tighten with T-Wrench (P).

16.	 Replace Metal Disk (E) to Canopy (C) and secure with Screws (F).

17.	 Insert Bulbs (O) into the sockets.

18.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.

19.	 Assembly is complete.
