lamp and allow it to cool prior to replacing light bulb.
5. Do not touch bulb when fixture is turned on or look directly at lit bulb.
6. Keep flammable materials away from lit bulb.

TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.

2. Join glass pole (G) & lamp base (H) together, and slide washer (J) over the threaded
pipe, which protrudes through bottom of lamp base (H).

3. Screw nut (K) on the threaded pipe and tighten with wrench (L) provided.

4. Insert harp (C) into the harp saddle (D).

5. Unscrew the finial (A) from the harp post (B) and place the desired shade (sold

separately) over the harp post (B).
Attach the finial and tighten to secure the shade.

Insert the recommended bulb into threaded socket.

Plug into proper electrical outlet and test fixture.
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Assembly is complete.

TO ADJUST HEIGHT:

< 1. Loosen adjustment key (F) in the counter-clockwise direction.

2. Adjust lamp by pulling or pushing upper pole (E) up or down to desired height.
3. Tighten the adjustment key (F) in the clockwise direction.
