2. Turn OFF power to the junction box where the wall light will
be installed.
3. Loosen the screw cap (D2) and detach the wall plate (D1) from
the body (E1).

4. Attach the wall plate (D1) to the wall with mounting screws (B).

5. Connect the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction box
wire (A) (usually the green or bare wire) with a wire nut (C) and wrap
the connection with electrical tape. Connect the hot wire to the hot
junction box wire (A) (usually black or smooth) with a plastic wire nut
(C) and wrap the connection with electrical tape. Connect the neutral
wire to the neutral junction box wire (A) (usually white or ribbed) with
a plastic wire nut (C) and wrap the connection with electrical tape.

6. Attach body (E1) into the wall plate (D1) with screw caps (D2).

7. Fasten lightbulbs (G) to the lampholders.

8. Attach the shade (F) onto the body (E1) with screws (E2).

9. Restore power to the junction box and test ceiling light fixture.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Make sure that the power is turned off and bulb has cooled before
handling.

2. Wipe clean with a dry cloth / mild soapy solution. Do not use corro-
sive cleaners.

3. The cable/cord of this wall lamp cannot be replaced; if the cable is
damaged, do not use the lamp.
