TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.
2. Turn OFF power to the junction box where the lamp will be installed.
3. Connect the Base (D) and the lower Chain link (F).

4. Attach the ground wire from the fixture to the ground junction box wire from the outlet box
(Usually green or bare wire). Or wrap the fixture's ground wire around green ground screw (b),
and then fix the green ground screw into the mounting plate (A). .

5. Connect the hot wire to the hot junction box wire (usually black or smooth) with a plastic
wire connector(a) and wrap the connection with electrical tape. Connect the neutral wire
to the neutral junction box wire (usually white or ribbed) with a plastic wire connector(a)
and wrap the connection with electrical tape.

6. Use a pencil , mark four locations through the mounting plate (A) in the ceiling for strengthened
) a the mounting plate (A) , use the assembled butterfly toggles(d) inserted through predrilled ceiling
o L holes using the drill with appropriate size drill bit. Make sure the butterfly toggles(d) are fully

7. Fasten mounting plate (A) onto the ceiling outlet box using two mounting screws (c).

8. Attach the Back plate (B) to the mounting plate (A) using the Plate screws (f) and tighten it.

9. Connect the Plate loop (E) and the upper Chain link (F).
10. Insert the 60-watt Type T9 bulbs (included) into threaded sockets.
11. Restore power to the junction box and test lamp fixture.

12. Installation is complete.

Do not use polishes or cleaners on your lamp.
