3.	 Attach Mounting Plate (B) to ceiling outlet; use this as a 

template. Make marks for four mounting holes of Mounting 

Plate (B) on the ceiling. Remove Mounting Plate (B).

4.	 Drill small holes into the marked points; the holes should be 

big enough to accommodate Plastic Anchors (A). Push Plastic 

Anchors (A) in the holes.

5.	 Affix Mounting Plate (B) against ceiling outlet box and align 

the holes. Place Mounting Screws (D) through Mounting Plate 

(B) to the ceiling outlet box, then fasten Screws (C) to Plastic 

Anchors (A) to secure Mounting Plate (B) to the ceiling.

6.	 Connect the fixture ground wire (green) to the ground wire from 

the ceiling outlet box (usually bare copper). Fasten together 

with a plastic wire connector provided and tightly wrap the wire 

connector with electrical tape so the end of the connector is 

sealed. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR 

HOME BE PROPERLY GROUNDED. 

7.	 Connect the neutral wire (white) to the neutral outlet wire 

(usually white) with a plastic wire connector and wrap the 

connection with electrical tape.

8.	 Repeat the procedure with the hot wire (black) to hot outlet 

wire (usually black). Always make sure that no wire strands 

are left outside of the connections. DO NOT REVERSE THE

9.	 Attach Fixture Base (F) to Mounting Plate (B) and secure with 

Base Screws (E).

10.	 Insert Bulbs (H) into Shade Holders (G).

11.	 Restore power to outlet box and check operation of fixture.
