2. Remove all parts from carton. Do not throw away any parts.

3. Open shade frame (I) of fixture by unthreading thumb screw (E) 
    and allowing the frame to hinge open. 

4. Place glass shade (J) on a level surface. Lower metal shade frame 
    (I) onto glass shade (J), as shown in FIG. A. Holes in glass shade (J) 
    should align with holes in shade tab (K).

5. From the inside of glass shade (J), thread shade screw (L) into 
    shade tab (K). Repeat step for the remaining three screws.

6. Remove decorative nuts (C) from mounting screws (D). Remove 
    cross bar (A) from canopy (F).

7. Attach cross bar (A) to ceiling outlet box using screws (B) provided. 
 
8. Lift canopy (F) to ceiling outlet box. Make proper electrical 
    connections, as described in steps 9 - 11.  A licensed electrician is 
    recommended.

9. Attach ground wire from fixture (GREEN) to the ground wire in outlet 
    box. IT IS IMPERATIVE THAT THE OUTLET BOX IN YOUR HOME BE 
    PROPERLY GROUNDED.

10. Connect the neutral wire from fixture (WHITE or RIBBED side of 
      wire) to the neutral wire from the outlet box. Fasten wires together 
      with plastic wire nut (G) and tightly wrap connection with electrical 
      tape.

11. Connect the hot wire from fixture (BLACK or SMOOTH side of wire) 
     to the hot wire from the outlet box. Fasten wires together with 
     plastic wire nut (G) and tightly wrap connection with electrical tape.

12. Gently push wire connections back into ceiling outlet box.

13. Place canopy (F) over cross bar (A) so the mounting screws (D) 
      protrude through holes in canopy (F). 

14. To secure fixture to ceiling outlet box, hold canopy (F) tightly against 
      ceiling and thread nuts (C) onto exposed ends of mounting screws 
      (D).

15. Insert one (1) 100-watt maximum Type A medium base bulbs or one 
      (1) 11-watt LED medium base bulb into socket (H).

16. Carefully raise shade frame (I) upward, closing the fixture. Thread 
      thumb screw (E) into vacant hole in canopy (F) and tab on shade 
      frame (I). Thumb screw should be hand tightened to secure position 
      of shade frame (I).

All wires are connected. When unpacking, be careful not to pull wires 
as a bad connection may result. Do not connect electricity until your 
fixture is fully assembled. To reduce the risk of fire, electrical shock 
or personal injury, always turn off fixture and allow it to cool prior to 
replacing the lightbulb. Do not touch bulb when fixture is turned on 
or look directly at lit bulb.
