(C) Shade holder (1) electrician. Use the plug with an extension cord only if it can be fully inserted into the cord’s
(D) Adjustment key (1) socket. Never alter the plug in any way.

(E) Adjustment handle (1)

(F) Lamp arm (1) This fixture has been rated for one (1) 40-watt maximum TYPE A standard bulb (not

included). To avoid the risk of fire, do not exceed the recommended wattage.

TO ASSEMBLE:

1. Carefully remove all parts from the box and remove all plastic covering.

2. Loosen thumbscrews (B) on shade holder (C).

3. Carefully insert top of metal shade (A) into the shade holder (C), and tighten the
thumbscrews (B).

4. Insert bulb (not included) into threaded socket.
Plug into proper electrical outlet and test fixture.

Assembly is complete.

TO ADJUST HEIGHT:

1. Loosen adjustment key (D) or adjustment handle (E) in the counter-clockwise direction.
2. Adjust lamp arm (F) or lamp shade (A) to desired height or position.

3. Tighten the adjustment key (D) and adjustment handle (E) in the clockwise direction.

CARE INSTRUCTIONS:

T o O Avoid the use of all polishers, cleaners, and abrasives, as they will damage the finish of your

lamp. To remove dust or fingerprints, wipe gently with a soft, clean cloth.
